Book of James Bible Study

Week 1 – Who Was James? Why This Letter Matters
· Theme: Faith that’s real must be lived.
· Scripture Focus: Matthew 13:55; Mark 6:3; Acts 12:17; Acts 15:13–21; Galatians 1:18–19; Galatians 2:9.
· Resource: Bible Project “Book of James” video (9 min).
· Memory Verse: James 1:1 – “James, a servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ…”
· Activity: Small groups – “What would it mean for you if your own brother was Jesus?” Discuss humility, faith, and identity.

Week 2 – Faith Stands Firm in Trials
· Theme: Trials test us, but God uses them to grow us.
· Scripture Focus: James 1:1–27
· Francis Chan Plan: Days 1–3
· Memory Verse: James 1:22 – “Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says.”
· Activity: Write down a current “trial” and share how God might use it to build perseverance.

Week 3 – Faith and Works Go Together
· Theme: Real faith is visible in action.
· Scripture Focus: James 2:1–26
· Francis Chan Plan: Days 4–5
· Memory Verse: James 2:17 – “Faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.”
· Activity: Group brainstorm of practical ways to show faith in action this week.

Week 4 – Faith Speaks with Wisdom
· Theme: Our words have power to build or destroy.
· Scripture Focus: James 3:1–18
· Francis Chan Plan: Days 6–7
· Memory Verse: James 3:17 – “The wisdom that comes from heaven is… pure, peace-loving, considerate, submissive, full of mercy and good fruit, impartial and sincere.”
· Activity: Reflection – write down one area where your words often cause trouble. 

Week 5 – Faith Submits to God’s Will
· Theme: Humility and dependence on God shape our choices.
· Scripture Focus: James 4:1–17
· Francis Chan Plan: Days 8–9
· Memory Verse: James 4:7 – “Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.”
· Activity: “Trade table” – write down one area of pride or self-will, and swap it for a prayer request for God’s guidance.

Week 6 – Faith Perseveres Until the End
· Theme: Patience, prayer, and perseverance carry us through.
· Scripture Focus: James 5:1–20
· Francis Chan Plan: Days 10–12
· Memory Verse: James 5:16 – “The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.”
· Activity: Small group prayer circles – pray for one another’s perseverance in school, family, and faith.
